Meeting Minutes 

Sean Hogan motioned to approve the August 26 meeting minutes as written and the Special Board Meeting minutes of September 4 with a minor change. Ray Reilly seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Diane Pagoulatos made a motion to approve the August financials with the stipulation that the operating bank account at Highland Park Bank & Trust be changed to Berkson & Sons address. In addition, the signatures of record on accounts at Lake Forest Bank, Countrywide Bank, and Baytree National Bank & Trust must be updated to reflect the changes of Board officers. Jackie Petit seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Management Report

Painting: AAA Painting Company will be painting, repairing and refurbishing Townhome properties over the next several weeks, weather permitting.

Roofing: Roofing inspections have not been finished due to the past severe weather. The Board discussed a 5-year plan to replace existing roofs.

Sump Pumps: Don Fiore has completed the burial of the sump pump lines on the property. 
New Business
Sean Hogan motioned to accept the bid from Azteca Structures to replace damaged concrete walkways on 21 units. Diane Pagoulatos seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Window well covers on approximately 48 units need replacing. Jackie Petit made a motion to approve a cost of $100 or less on the purchase of each new cover. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

The Board is waiting for additional bids on the replacing of decks and gates throughout the Townhomes. After some discussion it was agreed to have a phone vote among Board members to replace all existing decks. A unanimous Board decision is needed for the repairs to take place.

The Board suggested having a “Townhome Owner Appreciation Night” in October. It will take place in the Clubhouse and neighbors will be encouraged to come and meet their Board members and new residents. Pizza and soft drinks will be served.
Ray Reilly suggested having the Townhome, Pines, and Heiden Gardens Associations each contribute $1,500 toward refurbishing the bathrooms in the Clubhouse. Painting, new toilets and vanities are needed, and the Umbrella Association does not have the resources at this time to undertake the project.
