Meeting Minutes 

Ray Reilly motioned to approve the October 25, 2011 meeting minutes with corrections as noted.  Diane Pagoulatos seconded. Motion passed.

Financials 

Ray Reilly made a motion to approve the October financials. Terry McDonough seconded the motion. Motion passed.
New Business
Coach Light Replacements: Berkson reported that Dale’s Repair stated they thought they repaired/replaced all coach lights as needed.  13345, 13368 and 13308 homeowners asked to have their coach light checked.  Costs for Dale to repair any sensors will be billed back to homeowners. 

13292 Critter in basement:  Homeowner reported to Berkson that they had a critter enter their home through the outside fireplace base.  Critter found its way out of the home and then Prate Roofing repaired outside of home.   
2012 Annual Budget: The Board will meet as a committee to work on the upcoming 2012 annual budget.  Homeowners will be mailed a copy of the proposed 2012 budget.  At the next meeting, December 27, 2011, the Board will discuss any questions or comments the homeowners may have.  At this meeting, the board will approve the 2012 budget.
Plumbing box:  Three quotes were presented for the main drain that is currently located in the basement of 13256, relocated on the outside of the house.  Ray Reilly made a motion to approve the proposal from PJF Plumbing for $485.  An additional charge of $140 would be to rod the sewer at the same time.  Diane Pagoulatos seconded the motion.  All approved.  
Homeowners’ Session
A home owner contacted the management company claiming there was structural damage to his roof. Upon inspection, the damage was determined to be primarily cosmetic and was repaired within several business days. However, the home owner felt that the initial response to fix the roof was insufficient. A discussion then ensued as to how the board can improve its follow up and communication with residents who have damage to their units.
