Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established. 

Meeting Minutes 

Diane Pagoulatos motioned to approve the January 26 meeting minutes. Terry McDonough seconded. Motion passed.
Financials — January and February
Diane Pagoulatos made a motion to deposit $5,983.33 to the Reserve fund monthly. Terry McDonough seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Sean Hogan made a motion to approve the January financials. Les Cieplinski seconded. Motion passed.

Sean Hogan motioned to approve the February financials. Terry McDonough seconded the motion. Motion passed.

The Board also has requested that Berkson include copies of invoices for any repairs made to Townhome units in the future.
New Business
Water System: Murney Swanson (Swanson Water) and Nick Mavrogianis (Bates Water Solutions) were invited to explain the water system and the problems Townhome owners have been experiencing, and to answer any questions.
The Board held an emergency meeting at the Clubhouse last week to address issues that needed immediate attention. The water system needed repairs to the water softener, as well as replacement of leaking valves. The repairs have been made, but homeowners and the Board were told that the brine tanks should be overhauled. It was also suggested that preventative maintenance be scheduled to prolong the life of the present system.
Points discussed:

· Monthly report sent by Swanson Water to IL Environmental Protection Agency noting chlorine residuals and water quality

· Softening of water removes approximately 95 percent of radon

· Our water is safe to drink and meets all EPA guidelines
· Hydroflushing is done on the 1st Thursday of the month between 9 and 10 am. Berkson will notify owners if this timeline changes.
Repairs to Water System: Les Cieplinski made a motion to accept the bid of $3,775.40 to overhaul the brine tanks, and $3,901.94 to replace 4 water softener valves from Bates Water Solutions. (Costs are paid proportionately between the Townhomes and The Pines.) Sean Hogan seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

Preventative Maintenance of Water System: Les Cieplinski made a motion to accept the bid of $3,000 from Bates Water Solutions for a 1-year contract that includes 6 monthly site visits as well as 2 quarterly visits to maintain the integrity of the water system. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Window Well Grates: Jackie Petit volunteered to count the grates that need replacing on the property as well as to measure the sizes needed for the next Board meeting in April. 
Homeowners’ Session
A homeowner thanked the Board for the productive and informative meeting, and for inviting the vendors to explain the water system.
A request was made to have e-mails sent of upcoming Board meetings and the agenda.

A suggestion was made to have flyers posted near the mailboxes so that all homeowners can readily see last-minute information. The Board explained that it is against Federal law to post information on the mailbox itself, but will look into other options.

Adjournment

Sean Hogan motioned to adjourn the regular meeting at 9:05 pm for an Executive Session. Les Cieplinski seconded the motion. Motion passed.
