Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established. 

Meeting Minutes 

Les Cieplinski motioned to approve the April 27 meeting minutes. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.
April Financials 
The Board discussed the amount being deposited to the Reserve account and agreed to have Karen Fritts of Berkson Management meet with the Board on June 29 before the scheduled meeting. The Board has requested that all invoices be sent directly to Terry McDonough, the Treasurer. Les Cieplinski made a motion to approve the April financials. Diane Pagoulatos seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Management Report
Window Well Grates: Five new window well grates have been ordered. However, there is an increase of an additional $50 per each grate due to the smaller quantity of grates ordered. This is a custom order and it will take approximately 4 to 6 weeks to be delivered.
Roof Replacement: Repairs to the roof of Building 7 (13312 – 13320) are still underway and are expected to be completed within the week, weather permitting.
New Business
DISH Network: DISH Network has requested permission to replace the existing satellite dishes on the property with upgraded equipment. Sean Hogan motioned to approve the request. Les Cieplinski seconded the motion. Motion passed.

FHA Loans: The Board discussed becoming FHA certified to allow Townhomes to be purchased with an FHA loan. This will necessitate having a Reserve study done at a cost of approximately $2,500 as well as attorney’s fees of $2,000. The Board requested Berkson to obtain additional information on this issue before the next meeting.

Garage Lighting: The Board discussed the need to standardize the outdoor wattage being used throughout the Townhomes. A soft 60-watt-equivalent, fluorescent bulb is desired. It also must be energy-efficient. It was decided that a letter will be sent to all Townhome owners expressing the need for standardization and informing them that Berkson will be responsible for replacing all bulbs on the property as necessary. Berkson will bill individual homeowners when the bulbs need to be replaced. This is according to the Rules and Regulations.
A reminder that all shrubs need to be kept trimmed around the outdoor light fixtures as well as rules regarding the summer plantings will also be included. 

Deck Cracking and Peeling: Berkson has contacted both Azteca Structures and Great Lakes regarding the cracking of the decks and the complaints of poor staining. Both companies will make the repairs needed.
Homeowners’ Session
A homeowner gave a detailed account of the deep aquifer on the property and the groundwater system. Shared information from Lake County reports was also discussed. 
Adjournment
Sean Hogan motioned to adjourn the regular meeting at 8pm for an Executive Session. Les Cieplinski seconded the motion. Motion passed.
