SPECIAL MEETING — May 5, 2009

Homeowners Present: 13
Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established. Pamela Park led the meeting and opened the discussion to homeowners.
The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the proposed resolution and rules for the nomination and voting of directors. Homeowners were previously sent the proposed changes and had the opportunity to discuss and ask questions regarding these changes.
The following points were discussed and clarified:

· Cumulative voting versus 1 vote per household
· No term limitations of office

· Write-ins of candidates (up to and just prior to the counting of ballots)

· Security of ballots (Berkson and Sons to receive and secure ballots until day of election)

· Ballots must be received in hand at Berkson by due date and those received will only be counted (postmarked date will not be considered)

· Absentee ballot will replace proxy ballot

· There will be an opportunity to meet new candidates and learn of their background and qualifications to serve as a Board member 

· Quorum percentage (20%) is needed for election of the Board of Directors; that is, 17 ballots (20% of 84 townhomes)

The homeowners’ discussion was closed at 8 pm, at which time the Board openly discussed the suggested changes to the resolution with Pamela Park.

The Board decided to end cumulative voting and that each household will have
1 vote only. Ballots will be tabulated at the Annual Election and an Election Committee of homeowners can oversee the counting process. The Board ruled that canvassing of homeowners is permitted only between 9 am and 6:30 pm and that no literature is to be posted on Umbrella property for the election of candidates. They urged homeowners to take an active interest in their Association and to participate in the voting process.
MOTION:
Sean Hogan made a motion to accept the new resolution for the election of officers as amended. Terry McDonough seconded the motion. Motion was passed unanimously.

The election of officers will take place 120 days after the amended changes are sent to homeowners. It was also clarified that the new Board members will serve a 16-month term for this upcoming election.
ADJOURNMENT: 

Sean Hogan motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:15 pm. Jackie Petit seconded the motion. Motion passed. Meeting was adjourned.
