Jackie Petit motioned to approve the May meeting minutes. Terry McDonough seconded. Motion passed.
Financials

Terry McDonough made a motion to approve the May financials. Jackie Petit seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Management Report
Roofing Project: Townhomes 13300-13308 new roofs have been completed. Minor repairs and leakage reports are to be checked by contractor.
Deck Staining: Great Lakes Contractors is nearly finished with the deck staining and the Board is pleased with the workmanship and overall look of the newly refurbished decks.
Revision of the Declarations and Rules and Regulations: Pamela Park, the attorney, is still reviewing the amended rules of the townhomes to ensure they will conform to Illinois Condo law.
New Business
Window Well Grates: DiVinci Landscape presented a bid of $700 to remove the dense, overgrown shrubbery over some of the grates. Jackie Petit made a motion to accept this bid. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Vent Covers: A bid of $44 to replace each vent cover was submitted (36 need replacing). Sean Hogan motioned to accept this bid. Diane Pagoulatos seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

Annual Election: The Board set the date of September 8 for the annual election of directors for the two seats open on the Board. These seats will be for 15 months only. The Board will also host a Pizza Party for homeowners on September 2 to introduce the candidates.

Discussion of Townhome Voting Member: Correspondence was received and read at the meeting regarding reappointing the Voting Member who is responsible for approving and electing the directors of the Umbrella Board. After discussion by the Board and homeowners, the Board ruled that they would not vote to change the Voting Member.

Homeowners Session
A homeowner asked that the Board replace a window in their unit that is not operating properly. The Board reminded homeowners that it is the homeowner’s responsibility and that any new windows to be added must match the existing one.
Complaints were voiced regarding illegal parking and blocking of access to their property. Berkson was contacted and the new renters were informed of parking rules and restrictions.
The Board reminded homeowners that mulch has been purchased by the Umbrella Association and is available to all homeowners to be used on the property. It was suggested to use this mulch to replace white rocks on some of the units.
