Meeting Minutes

August 24, 2010

Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established. 

Meeting Minutes 

Diane Pagoulatos motioned to approve the July 27 meeting minutes with corrections as noted. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

July Financials 

Questions were raised regarding invoices from Bates Water Solutions (filter replacement) and Azteca Structures (labor charges and warranty on work performed). Pending clarification of both invoices, Sean Hogan made a motion to approve the July financials. Diane Pagoulatos seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Management Report

Window Well Grates: The new custom window well grates that were ordered have not been supplied by the manufacturer after several attempts to contact them. The Board asked Berkson to obtain new bids and estimates to place the order with another supplier. 

Brine Tanks: Brine tanks were serviced in July under the maintenance agreement. Water pressure, for the most part, has greatly improved. However, the pressure needs to be checked in some units and Berkson will provide this information to Bates.

New Business

Deck Repairs: Berkson will contact Azteca Structures and report several complaints regarding the recent deck repairs that were done. 

Rental Policy: It was reported to the Board that several Townhome units that are currently being rented have not supplied the required leasing information. Information needs to be provided regarding the terms of the lease, emergency contact information, work contact phone numbers, etc. Several attempts have been made to obtain this information. The Board instructed Berkson to send certified letters to all homeowners renting their units and inform them that the leasing forms need to be returned within 

30 days to avoid violation charges and fees.  

Area Erosion: The Board requested a bid from DiVinci Landscape to shore up and add backfill to eroding areas around several units on the property. Berkson will supply an estimate at next month’s meeting.

Addition of Secretary Position to Board of Directors: Ray Reilly made a motion to nominate Les Cieplinski as Secretary. Les Cieplinski declined the nomination. Ray Reilly then motioned to elect Diane Pagoulatos as Secretary. Diane Pagoulatos asked to be given additional time to accept this nomination. 

Homeowners’ Session

A homeowner inquired as to the responsibility of caulking windows. The Board explained that windows are considered “limited common elements” and it is the unit owner’s responsibility to maintain them.

Adjournment

Sean Hogan motioned to adjourn the regular meeting at 7:50 pm for an Executive Session. Terry McDonough seconded the motion. Motion passed.
