Meeting Minutes 

Mike Cloud motioned to approve the December 20 meeting minutes with a minor change. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Mike Cloud made a motion to approve the December financials with the clarification of a $141 payment to the Lake County Health Department. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
Lease of Apartment A of Clubhouse: Mike Cloud motioned to renew the lease of Apartment A at the same monthly rate being currently charged. Diane Nelson seconded. Motion passed.
Renewal of CAI Membership: Sean Hogan made a motion to renew the $264 yearly charge for membership. Art Heppner seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

2011 Budget: Homeowners were given the opportunity to address any concerns or questions regarding the new budget. Since no issues were raised, Mike Cloud made a motion to approve the 2011 budget. Diane Nelson seconded. Motion passed.
Internet and Cable Vote: Homeowner responses in favor of bundling all cable and Internet service on the property did not meet the majority vote needed. However, AT&T proposed to pay the Association for any new business gained if they could provide information to homeowners and hold informative meetings onsite. The Board will consider a “non-exclusive marketing agreement” with the company. The Board thanked Mike Cloud for all of the work he did on this initiative.
Management Report
Commonwealth Edison: Berkson has contacted the insurance company and submitted charges of $11,380 for damages to the fire pump. The Board has decided that ComEd is responsible for the damages and has turned this matter over to their insurance company. 
Pipe Repairs: Pipe repairs to the fire main in front of The Pines building were made after a pipe burst. Berkson will get bids for extensive replacement of piping in that area to prevent further breakdowns.
Miscellaneous
Social Party: The Clubhouse will be open at 4 pm on Super Bowl Sunday, February 6, for all homeowners to watch the football game. Plans are being made for a Valentine’s Day party. Homeowners are asked to check the website for the latest information.
