Comcast has also been contacted to supply a competitive bid. This service, if approved by the homeowners, is expected to lower service costs by as much as 50 percent.
Management Report

Drain Cleaning: American Underground has cleaned out the sewer drains on the property. However, the drain between the small pond and the wetlands was not routed out. Berkson will contact the company and have them clean out that drain as well.
Installation of New Fire Pump: A new fire pump has been installed. Adjustments to the system are still needed.
Landscaping: DiVinci Landscaping is doing the annual fall cleanup and applying fertilizer on the property. Pet waste has damaged some of the landscaping and homeowners are reminded that they must pick up after their animals. The Board will consider adding dog waste receptacles throughout the property.
