Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the October 17 meeting minutes with a noted clarification. Diane Nelson seconded. Motion passed.

Financials
Mike Dalka made a motion to approve the October financials. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
New Business
Fire Hydrant Repairs: Diane Nelson made a motion to accept the quote from SimplexGrinnell to repair the fire hydrant in front of The Pines building and to replace the hydrant near the Clubhouse. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.
Storm Sewer Drainage: Contour Builders suggested that the Corps of Engineers be contacted to investigate the storm sewer drainage on the property. 
Clubhouse Front Doors: Diane Nelson made a motion to accept a bid of $4,165 from Contour Builders to install fiberglass front doors at the Clubhouse. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
2012 Budget: The Budget Committee (Brad Petit, Mike Dalka, Sean Hogan, and Mike Cloud) presented their recommendations to the Board for the 2012 fiscal budget. Utility increases, overall maintenance of the property, aging sewer lines, and roadway repairs were all taken into consideration. The committee recommended a $3 increase per month for all homeowners.
Mike Dalka motioned to have the 2012 budget sent out to homeowners. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

The budget will be voted on at the December 19 meeting.

Landscaping: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid from Alta Villa Group to add topsoil around Townhome unit 13271 and to regrade the property. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Miscellaneous

The following items were brought to the attention of the Board:
· Phase 2 aeration of the Townhome lawns is needed.

· Trespassing bushes are requested between Deer Valley and the Umbrella property.

· The Clubhouse needs to be opened in the winter for children waiting for the school bus.

· Dogs belonging to Deer Valley residents are not on leashes (Berkson will send a complaint letter to the property manager.)

· Traffic light on Waukegan Road (at Abbott property) needs to be reprogrammed for weekends (light is extremely long in changing for entrance/exit to property).
