Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established.

Meeting Minutes 

Ray Reilly motioned to approve the November 15 meeting minutes. Diane Nelson seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Mike Cloud made a motion to approve the November financials. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
2011 Budget: The Board discussed changes to the new budget. The Landscaping supplement will be increased $5,000 to a total of $22,000; a transfer to the reserves will be in the amount of $25,000. Mike Cloud made a motion to have this budget sent to all homeowners for review and to be voted on at the January meeting. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Repairs on Property: Mike Cloud motioned to accept the bid from Contour Builders to shore up the area behind Building 2 near the garage entrance and to replace the existing railroad ties with concrete behind Building 3. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Internet and Cable Vote: Sean Hogan made a motion to send a letter to all homeowners with 

the information supplied by AT&T to bundle all cable and Internet service on the property. An 

80 percent approval rate of all the ballots returned will be needed to go forward with this service. Homeowners will be given 3 weeks’ time to return their ballot. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed by majority. (Diane Nelson voted “No” to this vote.)
Management Report
Commonwealth Edison: The Association sent charges of $11,380 to ComEd for the damaged controller on the fire pump that needed to be replaced. This was caused by phase outages and the Board felt ComEd was responsible for the charges. This matter is now being turned over to the Association’s insurance company for payment.

Miscellaneous
Social Party: The Holiday Party held on December 18 was a huge success. Nearly 90 people attended. The Board thanked the organizer of the event, Sunny Remington, as well as the many volunteers who helped that evening. A New Year’s Eve Party is also being planned. 
Installation of New Television: The Board thanked Art Heppner for installing a new electrical outlet to accommodate the new television purchased for the Clubhouse. Thanks also to Brad Petit and Doug Kornfeld for their assistance.

Homeowners Session

Salting is needed on several driveways of the Townhomes and near the mailboxes. The Board suggested that Berkson be called to report any problems with icy driveways. 

Homeowners are reminded to pick up after their pets. The landscaping is being damaged due to waste products not being picked up and discarded.
