Meeting Minutes 

Mike Cloud motioned to approve the November meeting minutes. Art seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Ray made a motion to approve the November financials. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Management Report

Clubhouse Apartment: The tenant of Apartment A in the Clubhouse has moved out and the apartment is now empty. The unit needs new carpeting and painting to refurbish it before it is rented. Ray made a motion to replace the carpeting and have it painted with the stipulation that the cost not exceed $2,000. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
Clubhouse Locks: Dan the Key Man has not responded to the work order to replace the existing locks in the Clubhouse. Diane made a motion to accept the estimate of $1,245 from Keyth Technologies to replace the panic bars and locks and provide non-duplicating keys for the Clubhouse. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.
New Business
Approval of 2009 Operating Budget: Homeowners were given the opportunity to raise questions and comment on the new fiscal budget. After some discussion, Mike Dalka motioned to approve the 2009 budget. Ray seconded the motion. Diane opposed. Motion passed.

Website Development: The www.mywhisperinglake.com website has been so successful with providing information and posting events and notices online that Diane made a motion to have Les Cieplinski manage the site and incorporate it for use for all the Associations. Besides the Townhomes, Heiden Gardens and The Pines would also have a page to post their information. Diane proposed that the Board allow $100 per month for the maintenance of the site. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
Clubhouse Rental: The Clubhouse has been rented for New Year’s Eve. The homeowner requested that the time limit of the party be extended past the 11 p.m. curfew. Mike Dalka made a motion to extend the time limit to 1 a.m. Diane seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Committee Report
The Social Committee has been given an operating budget and has a checking account for various activities. Les Cieplinski, the Treasurer of the committee, reported that the Holiday Party was a break-even proposition. On behalf of the Board members, Diane thanked Diane Pagoulatos, Mike Cloud, Terry Leone and Les for their work and support in helping to make the party such a success. The next major event is a Spaghetti Party on Saturday, January 17. 
Homeowners Session
