Financials

Pending clarifications for federal taxes and payments to Azteca Structures, Mike Cloud made a motion to approve the January financials. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Management Report

Clubhouse Apartments: Apartment A in the Clubhouse will have a new renter effective March 1 (monthly rental of $600). The refrigerator in Apartment B needed to be replaced. A 21-cubic-foot unit was purchased for $449 and the stove burners were repaired.   
Clubhouse Roof: New bids will be requested for the Clubhouse roof replacement.

Committee Reports
The Social Committee events include an upcoming Bowling Party on February 27 and a Chili Cookoff on March 14. Diane Nelson will now replace Mike Cloud as Chairperson of the committee. 
The Landscape Committee reported that Brickman has rendered a drawing and plans for the new landscaping for the condo buildings (estimate forthcoming). The arbor vitae need to be replaced throughout the property and curbing needs to be added to the rear of The Pines building due to the broken and split railroad ties. 
New Business
Amendment to Umbrella Rules and Regulations: Members are still reviewing the Rules and Regulations and are working on addendums that will prohibit lethal weapons and snow mobiles being used on the property. Unlicensed and uninsured drivers will also be prohibited from driving on the grounds. Homeowners will have the opportunity to review the new documents before the Board votes on passing these changes.  
Homeowners Session
It has been reported that Deer Valley and Stratford Square residents are walking their pets on the property as well as having service trucks and moving vans park on the Whispering Lake grounds. Berkson will write letters to both associations requesting that their residents be informed of our No Trespassing ordinance. New signs to this effect will be ordered and posted along the perimeter of the complexes. 
It was discussed to install dog stations with bags on the property so residents can pick up after their pets. Berkson will get prices for the units.
