Financials
Sean Hogan made a motion to approve the January financials with the transfer of $10,000 from the Operating account to the Reserve Funds account. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
2010 Budget: Mike Dalka made a motion to approve the 2010 Budget with the transfer of $6,500 to the line item “Insurance”, for a total of $10,700 (to cover the expense of the Community Association Insurance). Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Management Report

Community Association Insurance (CAI) Seminar: Diane Nelson made a motion to renew membership in CAI at a yearly cost of $279 and to have Diane Pagoulatos and Debbie Nissen (Berkson) attend the seminar with her this year. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Storage of Umbrella Tractor: Heiden Gardens requested a letter stating the ownership of the tractor by the Umbrella Association and the insurance information in order to store the tractor in its parking garage. 

Landscaping: DiVinci Landscape has offered a $3,500 credit for future landscaping to apologize for the difficulty homeowners had due to the last snowstorm. A letter of apology was also sent to each homeowner as well as a chocolate treat. The company has assured the Association that snow removal will be done in a more timely fashion. 
Committee Report
Social Committee: The next social will be a “Spring Fling” on March 27 in the Clubhouse. 
Homeowners Session
Complaints of excessive salting being done on the walkways, potholes on the access road needing to be filled, reducing the height of the snow mounds throughout the property for better visibility, and cars being parked on the lot behind building 3 for more than 14 days without being moved, as well as illegal parking in a Townhome cul de sac were reported. Berkson will handle these complaints.
