Meeting Minutes 

Diane Nelson motioned to approve the January 24 meeting minutes. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Mike Dalka made a motion to approve both the January and February financials. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
Tree Removal: The Board discussed a proposal from Autumn Trees to remove trees behind Building 13200. This proposal was tabled until the April meeting to obtain clarification of the number of trees to be removed as well as the process of stump removal. The Board also requested additional bids.
Cleaning of Clubhouse Carpeting: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid of $400 from Lee’s Carpet Cleaning. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Replacement of Pool Shed: The pool shed needs to be replaced due to recent damages to the structure. There was discussion of erecting a slightly larger shed to accommodate storage of the Gator as well as tools and pool supplies. The Board requested Berkson to obtain bids from various vendors.
Pool Passes: All unit owners will require new swim pool passes. Dates will be forthcoming to have photos taken at the Clubhouse. 

Management Report
Commonwealth Edison Claim: CAI (Community Association Insurance) has paid the claim to the Association for the damages to the fire pump caused by ComEd power outages.  
Garage Door Replacement: The garage door of Unit 13338 was damaged by the landscaper. It has been replaced and all charges were paid by DiVinci.
Retaining Wall: Contour Builders has completed the work on the retaining wall behind Building 2 as well as adding some cement curbs on the property.

Social Parties: The monthly Poker Night is scheduled for Tuesday, April 12. The “Wing Ding” party will be held on Friday, May 27 (Memorial Day weekend).

Homeowners Session

· Additional snow removal equipment is needed on the property to accommodate heavier snowfalls. It was also suggested that a plan of action be written and provided to DiVinci Landscaping to provide a better service for homeowners in the future.

· Registration of dogs on the property needs to be updated and fines levied for not picking up after the animals.

· Flooding on the roadway caused by the heavy rainfall needs to be remedied. Enlarging the culvert nearest Building 4 will be investigated.

· A taller post is needed for the Stop sign behind Building 3.
