Mike Cloud presided over the meeting. The meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established.

Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the March 21 meeting minutes. Diane Nelson seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Since the financial reports were received late, Mike Dalka made a motion to table approving the March financials until the Board members have had a chance to inspect them. Art Heppner seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
Correspondence from Townhome Owner: The Board received a complaint regarding the deteriorating exterior of Heiden Gardens’ Buildings 2 and 3. The owner stated that this condition was affecting property values and requested the Board take action to remedy this. After some discussion, the Board was assured that renovations are expected to be completed this summer.

Attorney Retainer: Berkson provided information on hiring a law firm to represent the Umbrella, The Pines, and the Townhomes. This cost would be shared. Mike Dalka made a motion to table this matter to the May meeting. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.
New Pool Regulations: Ray Reilly made a motion to change the Rules and Regulations for pool usage. Children must be 16 years of age and older and are required to have a pool pass; children must be accompanied by an adult; guest passes will no longer be required; and Umbrella assessments must be current. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Pool passes will include name, unit number and photo, and also include the number of children living in the unit. Photo IDs are scheduled to be taken in May.

Management Report
Tree Removal: The Board received information that there are approximately 60 trees that have become structurally invasive to Building 13200 and need to be removed. Sean Hogan made a motion to table this until the May meeting to obtain additional information. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Pool Shed Bids: Three bids were presented to replace the pool shed. Art Heppner motioned to accept the bid of $950 from Contour Builders for architectural drawings and permits. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Miscellaneous
Social Parties: The monthly Poker Night is scheduled for Thursday, May 5. The “Wing Ding” party will be held on Friday, May 27 (Memorial Day weekend). A Golf Outing is also scheduled for Saturday, August 27.
