Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the March meeting minutes. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials
There was a deposit of $13,258.26 added to the Reserve account for March. The Board agreed to allow the deposit to remain in the account, but the normal monthly amount will be adjusted for April. Mike Cloud made a motion to approve the March financials. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business
Clubhouse Apartment B Repairs: The apartment needs miscellaneous repairs (dryer vent, repairing of louvered doors). Art Heppner motioned to approve the bid from Azteca Structures for $740. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.
Retaining Wall: Mike Dalka motioned to approve the bid of $7,200 from Contour Builders to replace the retaining wall on the property and submit the claim to Community Association Insurance. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Swimming Pool Repairs: Platinum Aquatech submitted a bid of $2,238 to replace and repair cracked tiles and grout as needed. Mike Dalka made a motion to approve the bid and to replace the pool skimmers that are also needed at an additional cost not to exceed $3,000. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Roadways: Lake Shore Paving submitted a bid of $1,400 to fill potholes and repair manhole covers on the property. Bill Taylor motioned to accept the bid. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Landscaping: The following bids were submitted by DiVinci:

1) $2,792 for aeration and slit seeding and to alleviate the crabgrass around the Townhomes. Diane Nelson made a motion to approve. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

2) $225 to repair the lawn in front of Building 2. Mark O’Brien motioned to approve. Bill Taylor seconded. Motion passed.

3) $950 to apply seed to refurbish the lawns from foot traffic and around the driveways. Mark O’Brien made a motion to approve. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.
Management Report

Repairs on Property: Berkson reported that the jockey pump was replaced by Arrow Plumbing. The pump maintains pressurized water to the fire main. The Umbrella Association will be paying for these repairs. 
Replacement of Stove in Clubhouse: An electric stove needs to be purchased and installed in the Clubhouse kitchen. Diane Nelson made a motion to purchase one with the cost not to exceed $500. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Committee Report
Social Committee: A “Wing Ding” party is being planned for Friday, May 28, to open the pool season.
Homeowners Session
The railing needs painting along the wooden stairs that leads from the parking area to the condo buildings.
It was reported that illegal trees have been planted around a Townhome. Berkson will advise the owners to remove them.
DiVinci will be contacted to replace plants and groundcover that were mistakenly removed from a Townhome.

The Board advised homeowners that there is an environmental restoration adjoining the property that is being done near the Abbott border. A “controlled burn” will be underway and a fence will be installed along the property line.
