New Business
Pest Control: Mike Dalka motioned to table changing pest control vendors until additional bids are presented. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Apartment B Renovations: Correspondence was received from the tenant in Apartment B requesting repairs and upgrades (new stove) to the unit. Contour Builders will inspect the unit and give an estimate for the repairs.

Water Drainage of Pond: Mike Dalka motioned to table this issue until the next meeting. Clarification of bids and additional information are needed. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Pool Shed: Lake County required changes to the new pool shed structure before permits would be issued. Ray Reilly made a motion to proceed with the new changes. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Removal of Railroad Ties: Mike Dalka motioned to accept the bid of $595 to replace the railroad ties behind Building 4 with concrete parking blocks. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Townhome Landscaping: Sean Hogan motioned to aerate and seed the front and side yards of the Townhomes, as well as treating for grubs. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.
