New Business
Driveway Repairs: Lake Shore Paving submitted a bid of $1,540 to add asphalt and fill in the separation between adjoining driveways of Building 10 of the Townhomes. Bill Taylor motioned to accept the bid. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Clubhouse Furniture: Board members are still investigating the purchase of new furniture for the Clubhouse.

Internet / Cable Television: AT&T has contacted the Association to provide blanket pricing for Internet and cable television service for the entire community. Homeowners will be contacted to see if they are interested and a majority will be needed to effect the change. Pricing will be negotiated and the Board will request that AT&T make a presentation to all residents.

Request to Use Clubhouse: The Illinois Tollway has contacted Berkson and requested that the Clubhouse be used for an Open House to discuss the changes of the environmental restoration being made along our property as well as adjoining properties (Deer Valley, Stratford Court, The Hamptons, and Forest Pointe). The tentative date is Thursday, May 27.
The Board discussed this and a motion was made by Mike Cloud to charge the $200 rental fee to the state to cover the cost of any liability. Art Heppner seconded the motion. Motion passed.
