Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the April meeting minutes. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Mike Dalka made a motion to approve the April financials. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Management Report
Clubhouse Ceiling Repairs: Three bids were presented to the Board from Komen Decorating, Great Lakes General Contracting, and Tapia for the ceiling repairs in the Clubhouse as well as patching and painting the Clubhouse bathrooms. Clarification that the ceiling would be “popcorn-finished” was requested. Mike Dalka made a motion that the bid from Tapia be accepted provided that Tapia was lower than $300 of the other bids after clarification. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Burial of Conduit Line: DiVinci Landscape presented a bid of $100 to bury the conduit line in front of The Pines. Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid. Art Heppner seconded. Motion passed. 
Landscape Repairs: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the landscaping repair estimate from DiVinci to grade the top soil and repair the damages in front of The Pines building caused by the fire pump being dug up. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.  
Walkways asphalt repair, as well as turf repairs and mulching, was tabled until the next meeting.
New Business

Security Cameras: The Board discussed the merits of several models of security cameras to be used as a deterrent to crime and vandalism on the property. The cameras are to be installed in the rear of Buildings 3 and 4. Mike Cloud made a motion to purchase 3 cameras pending the insurance company’s approval regarding liability of their use on the property. Art Heppner seconded. Motion passed.

Drain Tiles: Berkson and Sons was instructed to obtain bids to bury and refurbish the protruding drain tiles outside of The Pines’ garage entrance. They will be presented to the Board at the next meeting.
Pool Passes: Pool passes will be re-created and supplied for all new homeowners. Bill Taylor volunteered to look into an easier and more efficient way to identify property owners using
the pool.

Electrical Work: The Board reported that Art Heppner repaired many of the electrical outlets throughout the Clubhouse and in the pool area at no charge. The Board thanked him for his generosity.
Committee Report
Social Committee: Upcoming events planned include the Pool Opening Party on May 22, a summer barbecue (date to be announced), and the golf outing scheduled for August 29 at 
Foss Park.
Homeowners Session
It was requested that bushes be added to fill up open spaces between our property and Deer Valley to deter trespassers, delivery people, and move-in vehicles on our property.
Vehicles are running over the island outside of Building 3 in the rear. It was suggested that additional boulders be added to protect the island.
