Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the May meeting minutes. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials
Mention was made of several certified letters sent to homeowners who were in arrears of assessments. Clubhouse and pool privileges were suspended until payments were made.
Verizon and AT&T charges were questioned. Mike Cloud made a motion to cancel the 234-2100 office number in the Clubhouse and to inquire whether that phone number can be sold. He also motioned to approve the May financials. Ray Reilly seconded this motion. Motion passed. 

Mark O’Brien volunteered to get some information for the Board on the sale of the Clubhouse phone number.
Management Report
Clubhouse Ceiling and Bathroom Repairs: Sean Hogan made a motion to accept the bid of $7,500 from Tapia to paint and repair the Clubhouse ceiling. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Mike Cloud made a motion to accept the bid of $675 from Tapia for painting of the Clubhouse bathrooms, baseboards, and hallway. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Clubhouse Apartment Balconies: Azteca Structures submitted bids of $425 to repair each apartment balcony in the Clubhouse. Mike Dalka motioned to accept this bid. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Landscaping Bids: DiVinci Landscape submitted the following bids for projects on the grounds:
1) Replanting in front of The Pines building: Diane Nelson motioned to accept the bid of $1,696 and to request that no Roundup be used. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

2) Northeast corner of the property (behind Building 3): Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid of $700. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.

3) Islands in the rear of The Pines building (replacement of stones): Diane Nelson motioned to accept the bid of $1,750. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

4) Reburial of drain tiles behind The Pines building: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid of $2,092. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

5) Replacement of railroad ties near garage exit door of Building 3: Mike Cloud motioned to accept the bid of $1,506. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

6) Planting of center island at Clubhouse: Mike Cloud made a motion to accept the bid of $150. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

7) Planting of front entrance near flagpole: Sean Hogan made a motion to accept the bid of $1,200. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

New Business

Annual Election of Board Members: The upcoming election for Board members will take place at the next scheduled meeting. Four members from Heiden Gardens, 3 members from the Townhomes, and 2 from The Pines will comprise the new Board.
Mulching Purchase: Mike Dalka made a motion to purchase an additional 30 yards of mulch to be used throughout the property at a cost of $500. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.
