Mike Dalka motioned to approve the May 17 meeting minutes. Bill Taylor seconded. Motion passed.

Financials
Diane Nelson motioned to approve the May financials. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Management Report

· Contour Builders has completed the rebuilding of the retaining wall. The wall has been reinforced with concrete and allows for drainage.
· Pool repairs have been made and the skimmers have been repaired. 

· Lake Shore Paving has added asphalt and filled in the separation between adjoining driveways of Building 10 of the Townhomes.

New Business
Clubhouse Furniture: Mike Cloud made a motion to confirm the unanimous e-mail vote taken by Board members to purchase new furniture for the Clubhouse. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Bill Taylor made a motion to rent a dumpster to dispose of the old furniture at a cost of $354. Sean Hogan seconded. Motion passed.

Internet / Cable Television Survey: Sixty-three survey responses were returned by homeowners. The Board plans on having AT&T and Comcast address the Association to answer questions and provide blanket pricing for Internet and cable television service for the entire community. This could mean a substantial savings to homeowners if there is a majority interest in this venture.
DiVinci Quotes for Landscaping: 
Diane Nelson made a motion to approve the $840 bid to remove and replace dead plum trees behind the Townhomes. Sean Hogan seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Sean Hogan motioned to approve $975 to add 5 arbor vitae at the northwestern area of the property near the Abbott guard house. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

The Board requested an additional bid (besides DiVinci) to remove dead trees on the property. Berkson will supply another quote at the next meeting.

July 19 Annual Meeting: There will be an election of Umbrella Board members at the next scheduled meeting. The Townhomes will have 4 members; Heiden Gardens, 3; and The Pines, 2. All homeowners are encouraged to participate and to contact Berkson if they are interested in serving on the Umbrella Board.

Homeowners Session
