New Business
Roadway Repairs: Lake Shore Paving submitted a bid to repair the driveways, curbs and road. The Board asked for clarification of the estimate and requested an additional bid. 

Hydrant Flushing: Clarification of a bid to flush the hydrants on the property was requested as well as an additional bid. This item was tabled to the next meeting.

Pipe Repairs: The Board requested additional bids to replace approximately 21 feet of pipe at the main fire sprinkler pipe in front of The Pines building. This item was tabled to the next meeting.

DiVinci Landscaping: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid to seed the rear of Heiden Gardens and to add dwarf lilac trees as well as a tree to the garage entrance of The Pines building. Diane Nelson seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Ray Reilly motioned to accept the $1,950 bid (Building 13000) and the $1,400 bid (Building 13200) to add compost, mulch and landscaping to the buildings. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.
