Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the July 18 meeting minutes. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Several questions were raised regarding late payments and invoices. Berkson explained that there has been staff changes in the accounting department, but will check into the issues that were raised at the meeting. Mike Dalka made a motion to approve the July financials. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Diane Nelson voted “no”. Motion passed by majority vote. 
New Business
Hydrant Flushing: Mike Dalka made a motion to accept the bid of $1,100 from SimplexGrinnell to flush the hydrants on the property. Ray Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Pipe Repairs: Mike Dalka motioned to accept the bid from SimplexGrinnell to replace approximately 21 feet of pipe at the main fire sprinkler pipe in front of The Pines building. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed. Berkson will check on the capability of the alarm system to handle communication directly linked to both the fire department and SimplexGrinnell.
Clubhouse Exterior Painting: Ray Reilly made a motion to accept the bid from Komen Decorating to paint the outdoor Clubhouse trim and that of the new pool shed addition. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Tax Appeal: A presentation by Mark O’Brien explained to the Board and homeowners the process and cost to have property tax assessments lowered for 2011 taxes for each individual owner. The Board will take this plan under advisement.
Annual Meeting: The Annual Meeting to elect Board members will be held on September 19. Nomination forms for Board candidates will be mailed to homeowners. The Board will consist of the following:

Flooding of Pines Garage: The Board discussed how to solve the problem of flooding in The Pines garage after heavy rains.
