Meeting was called to order at 7 pm and a quorum was established.

Meeting Minutes 

Mike Dalka motioned to approve the July 19 meeting minutes. Ray Reilly seconded. Motion passed.

Financials

Diane Nelson motioned to approve the July financials pending the clarification of the “Community Events” line item of $1,767. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business

Drains on Property: Flooding issues have been problematic behind Building 4 and in the parking garage of The Pines. The Board discussed the need to have the drains cleaned out in the small pond, as well as the storm sewers on the property, to prevent them from backing up during heavy rains. Berkson will obtain bids and provide them at next month’s meeting.

Tree Removal: Autumn Tree Landscaping is scheduled to remove several trees on the property in early September.

Landscaping Completed by Townhome Owner: The Board noted that the landscaping surrounding Unit 13321 has been completed and is a great improvement to the common elements of the property. These shrubs and plantings will be maintained at the unit owner’s expense. The Board conveyed its thanks to the owner.

Painting of Clubhouse: Berkson submitted bids to repaint the outside Clubhouse eaves and the restrooms’ outer doors leading to the exercise room. Diane Nelson made a motion to accept the bids from Contour Builders for both projects. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed.  

Swim Passes: The Board discussed the purchase of software, a printer, and equipment needed to make updated pool passes for next year. These passes would include a photo to identify all residents on the property. Mention was also made that homeowners in arrears of assessments are not permitted to use the pool and Clubhouse as indicated in the Bylaws. Diane Nelson made a motion to purchase the printer and software at a cost of $995. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Committee Report
Social Committee: The next scheduled activity is the Golf Outing on September 4. 

AT&T Meeting: AT&T is scheduled to hold a meeting at the Clubhouse on August 25 to give all homeowners information on the benefits and cost-savings of having uniform Internet and cable television throughout the property. Homeowners are encouraged to attend.
Homeowners Session

· A homeowner inquired as to the status of the damaged landscaping in front of Heiden Gardens and when it would be repaired. DiVinci Landscaping is submitting a bid to seed this area, which will be paid by Heiden Gardens. 

· The damaged chain link fence owned by Abbott has still not been repaired. Berkson has written several letters and spoken with their Maintenance Department. Abbott is aware of the problem and has promised to address the issue as soon as possible.

· ComEd has been seen working on the property between Buildings 2 and 3. They have been repairing wiring.

· The Board was asked to appoint a “Secretary” officer to the Board of Directors to comply with IL Condo Law and our Bylaws. The Board will take it under advisement.
