Meeting Minutes 

Diane Nelson motioned to approve the July meeting minutes with corrections to be made as noted. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Financials
Duplicate check vouchers and payments made were questioned by the Board. Berkson will verify those payments and confirm the financial statement. Mark O’Brien made a motion to approve the July financials with verification of the payments questioned. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Bill Taylor made a motion to have Berkson provide a copy of each invoice paid during the month and to have them available at the monthly Board meeting. Art Heppner seconded. Motion passed.

Management Report
Clubhouse Bathrooms: Work is still underway and expected to be completed shortly.
Clubhouse Electrical Fixtures: The Board thanked Art Heppner for installing the light fixtures throughout the Clubhouse, saving the homeowners a considerable expense. A new stereo system (donated by Mark O’Brien) and a docking station have also been installed. In lieu of all the work done by Art Heppner, Mike Cloud made a motion to give him free Clubhouse rentals. Sean Hogan seconded the motion. Motion passed.

New Business

Clubhouse Windows: Several bids were presented to install 2 new windows in the Clubhouse. Art Heppner made a motion to accept the bid of $1,288.66 from Lake County Glass Designs. This bid included a 10-year warranty on the glass and a 1-year warranty on labor. Mike Cloud seconded. Motion passed.

Seal Coating: Townhomes 13323-13333 driveways need repair. Diane Nelson motioned to accept the $7,350 bid from Lake Shore Paving to repair all the potholes and seal coat the driveways. Mike Dalka seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

Bill Taylor made a motion to accept the bid of $6,382.50 from DeMars to seal coat all the walkways on the property as well as the ring road and to refurbish the streetprint pattern in front of the Clubhouse. Mike Dalka seconded. Motion passed.

Landscaping: DiVinci presented a bid of $1,432 to add turf and stop the erosion behind the yard of Townhome 13323. Diane Nelson made a motion to accept this bid. Sean Hogan seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Committee Report
Social Committee: The Social Committee has an upcoming Golf Outing and a Labor Day BBQ.
Homeowners Session
Correspondence was received from Townhome 13271 regarding the lack of shrubs and bushes separating the unit from the Abbott property, and especially the guardhouse. Lack of privacy and the traffic entering Abbott have created an eyesore. The homeowner requested landscaping be added to block this view and agreed to pay half of the cost. 
The Board discussed this matter and instructed Berkson to obtain bids to have landscaping added as well as to contact Abbott regarding this problem and the cost incurred. Mike Dalka made a motion to approve this landscaping request. Mark O’Brien suggested that the Board pay no more than $1,500 of this cost and that if Abbott agrees to reimburse the Association (as well as the homeowner), the fee recovered will be split proportionately. Bill Taylor seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Mike Dalka motioned to adjourn the meeting. Mike Cloud seconded the motion. Motion passed. The meeting was adjourned at 8 p.m. for an Executive Session.
